• Pork and chicken   

 Eat what people can eat, good if they are

• Wild fish can be overfished and depleted. Be 

sure not to use threatened species. 
  

• Cultivated fish may be environmentally harmful. 
 

• Species that eat plants and algae are good, 

e.g. carp and mussels.   
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Legumes  

 
• A combination of legumes and cereals gives a 

good protein that can replace animal protein. 
                                                               

• Domestic legumes are preferred before imported 

ones. 
 

• Soya is often genetically modified (GMO), and 

may also cause allergy.
